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SIMHARY

South Africa's inflation rate for April 1990, as
measurec by the Consumer Price Index {CPI}, is
14,6Z, which is 0,3 percentage points lower than
the rate of 14,9% for March 1980. The annual
rate of increase in the +indices for the lower,
middle and higher income groups for April 19490
compared with April 1989 are 15,5%, 14,6% and
14,27 respectively.

The monthly rate of increase, after having elimi-
nated seasonal variations (that is April 1990
compared with March 1990), is 0,8%.

According to Table 2 the largest contribution to
the monthly non-seasonally adjusted percentage
change of 1,02 were made by the price increases
in respect of food (it explains approximateiy
407 of this percentage charmge)., The percertage
change 4n the price index for food for April

1990 compared with April 1989 4is 16,8%, which is
the highest since May 1988 when the annual rate
of increase in this index was also 16,8%. The
annual rate of increase in the food price index
is 18,0% for the lower income group, 17,2% for
the middle income group and 15,9% for the higher
income group. Regarding food, the largest month-
1y increases occurred in the prices of grain pro-
ducts {1,7%), milk, cheese and eggs (7,1%).

fruit and nuts (5,3%), sugar (2,0%) and "other™
foodstuffs (1,9%). The largest annual increases
occurred in the prices of fruit and nuts (29,0%)
and vegetables (44,7%).

Furthermore there were relatively large monthly
increases in the prices of nom-alcoholic
beverages (5,B8%), alcoholic beverages (2,02),
cigarettes, cigars and tobacco (7,58), household
operation (2,5%) and communication (4,7%).

0f the various urban areas the Durban/Pinetown
and Witwatersrand areas experienced the largest
anmual increases, namely 15,6%, while the
largest monthly rate of increase, namely 1,2%,
was also recorded for the Durban/Pinetown area.

The Consumer Price Index for pensioners for
April 198D shows an annual increase of 13,9%.
This 1s 0,7 percentage points lower than the
inflation rate of 14,6% for April 1980. The
largest annua)l price increases for pensioners
were recorded in the Durban/Pinetown area
(16,7%), while the lowest price increases oc-
curred in the Bloemfontein area (12,4%).

Wat voedsel betref, het die grootste
maandelikse stygings in die pryse van graanpro-
dukte (1,7%), melk, kaas en eiers (7,12), vrug-
te en neute (5,3%), suiker (2,02) en "ander”
voedselisoorte (1,9%) voorgekom. Die grootste
Jjaarlikse stygings het voorgekom in die pryse
van vrugte en neute (29,0Z) en groente (44,1%).

Verder was daar relatief groot maandelikse toe-
names in d4e pryse van nie-alkcholiese drank
(5,8%), alkoholiese drank (2,0%), sigarette,
sigare en tabak (7,5%), lopende huishouding
(2,52) en kommunikasie (4,7%).

Van die verskiliende stedelike gebiede het die
Durban/Pinetown- en Witwatersrandgebied die
grootste jaarlikse stygings getoon, naamlik
15,6%, terwyl die Durban/Pinetowngebied ook die
grootste maandelikse toenamekoers getoon het,
naamlik 1,2%.

Die Verbruikersprysindeks vir pensionarisse
toon vir April 1890 'n jaarlikse persentasiever-
andering van 13,9%, Dit is 0,7 persentasiepun-
te laer as die inflasiekoers van 14,6% vir
April 1990. In die geval van pensionarisse het
die grootste jaarlikse prysstygings voorgekem
in die Durban/Pinetowngebied (16,7%), terwyl
die laagste prysstygings in die Bloemfonteinge-
bied (12,4%) veorgekem het.

The indices indicate for each
urban area, independantly of any of the
other urban areas, the price changes
which have taken place from time to time.

1.3 General sales tax (GST) is included in
general in the prices of all items on
which GST is appiicable.

1.4 A more comprehensive description. of the
weighting system, seasonal adjustment,
price collection methodology, etc.,
appears in the Statistical News Release
