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SUMMARY

The official inflation rate for South Africa,
as measured by the Consumer Price Index, for
Apr4l 1992 is 15,6%, which is 0,1 of a parcent-
age point lower than the corresponding rate for
March 1992 (15,7%). The percentage increase in
the actual as well as seasonally adjusted Con—
sumer Price Index, from March 1992 to April
1992, 1s 1,3%.

In April 1992 +ha Jlower, micdle and higher
income groups showad inflation rates of 15,8%,
16,22 and 15,2% respectively.

The anrual rate of change in the Consumer Prica
Index for all income groups whereby GST/VAT is
excluded, +s 14,2% for April 1992, which is 0,3
of a percentage point Tower than the correspond-
ing rate for March 1992 {74,5%). VAT is also
levied on milk and rice with effact from April.

According to Table 2 tha monthly increase of
1,2% in the Consumer Price Index is due to in-
creases in the price indices for food (0,3 of a
percentage point), aleoholic beverages (0,7 of
a percentage point), transport (0.2 of a per-
centage point, due to the petrol price
increases), comunication (0,2 of a percentage
soint, primarily due to the telephone tariff
increases) and all other items (0,5 of a
percentage paint).

The monthly increase (i.e. April 1992 compared
with March 1992) of 1,8 in the Consumer Price
Index for food s mainly due to the fact that
the relatively large dincreases in the price
indices for fish and other seafood (3,1%),
milk, cheese and eggs (7,8%), fruit and nuts
(5,5%) and vegetables (11,3%) were counteracted
by the relatively large decrease in the price
index for meat (-3,7%).

Furtharmore relatively large monthly increases
occurred in the Consumer Price Index for non-
alesholic beverages (7,2%), alcoholic beverages
(7.5%), cigarettes, cigars and tobacce (3,0%),
c(::rma;r)ﬁcation (13,92) and reading matter

Regarding the Consumer Price Index for the
twelve urban areas, the largest percentage rate
of change, from April 1997 to April 1982,
occurred in the Pletarmaritzburg area {18,1X)
whareas the smallest rate of change ocrurved in
the Vaal Triangle (13,0%) during this period.

Regarding ths Consumer Price Index for Pen-
sjoners, i1t dncreased by 16,21 since April
1991, with the Jargest inflation rate for April
1952 4in tha Pietermaritzburg area (17,7%),
whersas the smaliest inflation rate occurred in
the Vaal Triangle (12,6%).

OPSOMMING

Die amptelike inflasiekoers vir Suid-Afrika socs
gameet aan die Verbruikersprysindeks, vir April
1992 4s 15,6%, wat 0,1 van 'n persertasiepunt
laer is as die ooreanstemmende koers vir Maart
1982 (15,7%). Die persentasiestyging in die
werklike sowe) as seisoensaangepaste verbruikers-
prysindeks vanaf Maart 1992 tot April 1992 is
1,3%.

In  April 1992 toon die laer-, middel- en
hoérinkomstegroep  inflasiekcerse van onder-
skeidelik 15,8%, 16,2% en 15,2%.

Die Jaarlikse koars van verandering in die Ver—
bruikersprysindeks vir alle inkomstegroepe
waarby AVB/BTW uitgesiuit 1s, 1s 14,2% vir April
1992, wat 0,3 van 'n persentasiepunt laer is as
die ocoreenstemmende koers wvir Maart 1992
{14,5%). BTW word ook met ingang van April op
melk en rys gehef.

Volgens Tabel 2 word die maandelikse styging van
1,3%  in die Verbruikersprysindeks werocrsaak
deur stygings 1in die prysindekse vir voedsel
(0,3 van 'n persentasiepunt), alkocholiese drank
(0,1 van 'n persentasiepunt), vervoer (0,2 van
'n persentasiepunt, as gevolg van die petrolprys-
verhogings), kommunikasie (0,2 van 'n persen-
tasiepunt, hoofsaaklik as gevolg van die tele-
foontariefverhogings) en alle ander items (0,5
van 'n persentasiepunt}.

Die maandelikse styging (d.i. April 1992 ver—
geleke met Maart 1992) van 1,BX in die Ver-
bruikersprysindeks vir woedsel 15 hoofsaaklik
vercorsaak deurdat die relatief groot stygings
in die prysindekse vir vis en ander seekosse
(3,1%), melk kaas en eiers (7,8%) vrugte en
neute (5,5%) en groermte (11,3%) teengewerk is
deur 'n relatief groot daling in die prysindeks
vir vieis (-3,7%).

Verder het daar ook relatief groot maardeliksa
stygings voorgekam 1n die Verbruikersprysindeks
vir nie-alkonoliese drank (7,2%), alkoholiese
drank (7,5%), sigarette, sigare en tabak {3,0%),
kemunikasie (13,9%) en leesstof (4,3%).

Wat die Verbruikersprysindeks wvir die twaalf
stedelike gebiede betref, het die grootste
persentasieveranderingskoers wvan April 1991 tot
April 1992 wvoorgekom in die Pietermaritzburg-
gebied (18.1%) terwyl die kieinste veranderings-
koers gedurende hierdie tydperk voorgekom het in
die Vazldriehoek (13,0%).

Wat die Verbrutkersprysindeks vir pensionarissa
betref het dit sedert April 1991 met 16,2
toegeneem, met die grootste inflasiekocers vir
April 1992 4in die Pietermaritzburggebied
(17,7%), terwyl die kleinste inflasiekpers in
die Vaaldriehoek (12,6%) was.



NOTE:

Since August 1991 the Consumer Price Index is
compiled on the bDasis of the 1990  weight
structure. The official inflation rate of
15,80 for July 1951 was thus the last rate that
was ocompletely based on the 1985 weight
structure. 1f only the 1990 weights were used,
the 4nflation rate for July 1991 would have
been 13,7%. The difference of 2,1 percentage
points between the two 1nflation rates,
calculated for July 1991, based on the 1985 and
the 1930 weights, will consequently be phased
out during the twelve months up to July 1992
(the inflation rate for August 1992 will ba the
first official inflation rate to be completely
based on the 1990 weight structure).

The dinflation rate for April 1992 would have
been 14,9% if the new 1990 weights were used
for the calculation of the Consumer Price Index
values for both April 1991 and April 1982,
This has the result that 1,4 percentage points
of the above-mentioned difference of 2,1
percentage points have already been phased out
by April 1992.

Die Verbruikersprysindeks word sedart Augustus
1991 bereken op grond wvan die 1990-gewigstruk-

tuur. Die amptelike inflasiekoers van 15,81 vir
Julie 1991 was dus die laaste koers wat volledig
op die 1985-gewigstruktuur gebaseer is. Indien
slegs die 1990-gewigte gebruik was, sou die

inflasiekoers vir Julie 1991 13,7% gewees het.
Die verskil wvan 2,1 persentasiepunte in die twee
inflasiekoerse wat vir Julie 1991 op grond van
die 1985~ en die 1990-gewigte bereken is, sal
gevolglik oor die twaalf maande tot Julie 1992
uitgefaseer word (die inflasiskoers vir Augustus
1992 sal die eerste amptalike inflasiekcers wees
wat volledig op die 1990- gewigstruktuur gebaseer
sal weas).

Die inflasiekoers vir April 1992 sou 14,5% gewees
het indien die nuwe 1990-gewigte gebruik was by
die barekening van die Verbruikersprys-
indekswaardes vir peide April 1991 en April
1982. Dit volg derhalwe dat 1,4 persentasiepunte
van die bogemelde wverskil van 2,1 persen-
tasiepunte reeds teen April 1992 uitgefaseer 1s.

GENERAL

Prica information refers to the first
seven days of the relevant month.

The Consumer Price Indices relating to dif-
ferent urban aroas as shown in Table 4 do
not permit dnterurban comparison of price
levels or Tliving costs., The indices do
not  indicate whether it is more expansive
to live 1in one ¢city than in another. The
indices indicate for each urban area, inde-
pendently of any of the other urban areas,
the price changes which have taken place
from time to time.

Value Added Tax {VAT) is included in gene-
ral in the prices of all {tems on which
VAT 1s applicable.

A more comprehansive description of the
waighting system, seasonal adjustment,
price collection methodology, etc., ap-
pears 4n tha brochure "Inflation” as well
as in the notes of Chapter 3 of the Bulle-
+in of Statistics.

CONSUMER PRICE INDEX
ALL ITEMS (HISTORIC)
GST EXCLUDED

The course of the Consumer Price Index ex-
cluding GST since 1990, was not recalcula-
ted as the rate and scope of GST remained
unchanged during the pericd to September
1991. Such a recalculation would, on theo-
retical grounds, possibly have resulted in
smal)l and insignificant differences in the
indices shown above but was not carried
out for practical reasons. From October
1991 the CPI excluding VAT 1S, however,
calculated directly. Tha month to month
changes 1in the Consumer Price Indices in-
cluding and excluding VAT will agree to a
large extant except when the rate or scope
of the tax are changed, as has happened in
October 1991 with the introduction of VAT.
