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TMPORTANT

The scheduled monthly publication dates of the
CPI and the PPl are postponed for approximately
one week. These two indices will in future be
released on the last working day of the month
and orm and a half months after the month the
index pertains to, respectively. The changes
to the publication dates are attributed to slow
respondent reaction and more irtensive verifica—
tion of all procedures.

SUMMARY

The official inflation rate decreased from
14,63 for July 1992 to 14,3 for August 1992,
The currert official inflation rate 1is ths
first rate that 4s basad entirely on the 199¢
waighting structure.

Almost three-quarters of the morthly increase
of 1,727 1in the non-seascnally adjusted CPl was
effectuated by the dincreases in the price i
dices for food (0,3 of a percentage point),
fuel and power (0,3 of a percertage point) and
housing (0,2 of a percentage point). The in-
creases in the latter two indices can be at-
tributed mainly to the increases in alectricity
tariffs and those for water supply.

The food inflation rate decreased from 30,4%
for July 1992 to 28,5% for August 1992. How
ever, the non-seasonally adjusted food index in-
creased by 1,4X over this month, which was ef-
fectuated mainly by the price 4increases for
fruit and nuts (3,8%) and for meat (2,1%). If
food inflation were not taken into acoount, the
inflation rate would have been only 10,8%.

The CPI that excludes VAT increased by 12,8%
over the past year.

The Consumer Price Indices relating to dif-
ferent urban areas as shown in Table 4 do
not  permit  interurban camparison of price
Tevels or living costs.

The
indices indicate for each urban area, inde-
pendently of any of the other urban areas,
the price changes which have taken place
from time to time.

The oourse of the Consumer Price Index ex-
cluding GST since 1990, was not recalcula-
ted as the rate and scope of GST remained
unchanged during the period to September
1991. Such a recalculation would, on theo—
retical grounds, possibly have resulted in
small and insignificant differences in the
indices shown above but was not carried
out for practical reasons. From October
1991 the CPI excluding VAT is, however,
calculated directly. The month to month
charges in the Consumer Price Indices in-
cluding and excluding VAT will agree to a
large extemt except when the rate or scope
of the tax are changed, as has happened in
October 1991 with the introduction of VAT.
