FOOD PRICES SHOW SMALL MONTHLY INCREASE

The food inflation for February 1994 is §,0%,
which is 0,1 of a percentage point higher than
the corresponding rate for January 1994 (5,9%).

The monthly percentage increase of 0,4% in the
food price index can be ascribed mainly €9 in-
creases in the price indices for coffee, tea
and cocoa (1,4%), grain products (1,2%), fish
and other seafood (1,0%), meat (0,3%2) and
milk, cheese amd eggs (0,32).
