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SUMMARY

The South African inflation rate for July 1990,
as measured by the Consumer Price [ndex, was
13,3%, which is 0,3 percentage points Tower than
tre rate of 13,64 for June 1990. The annual
rate of increase in the indices for the lower,
middle and higher income groups for July 1950
compared with July 1989 were 14,4%, 13,47 and
12,8% respactively. The moathly rate of in-
crease in the seasonally adjusted index was
0,B8%.

According to Table 2 contributions to the month-
ly mon-seasonalty adjusted percentage change of
0,7% are made by a wide range of goods and ser-
vicas. Of these the more important is food,
which contributed about 35,0% to the total
monthly increase.

The percentage change in the price index for
food for July 1990 compared with July 1989 was
16,4%. Price indices for processed food and
unprocessed foed are calculated from July 1950.
Comparable information is shown in the Annexure.
The annual rate of increase in the price index
for processed food was 15,7% and for unprocessed
food it was 16,4%. Relatively large monthly in-
creases were recorded in the prices of milk,
cheese and eggs (3,08}, fruit and nuts (2,1%},
vegetables (2,2%) and other foodstuffs (1,8%).

Furtharmore there were relatively targe monthly
increases in the prices of non-alcoholic bevera-
ges (3,3%), alcoholic beverages (2,8%), ciga-

rettes, cigars and tobacco (4,4%), "other" house-

hold services (2,6%) and reading matter (1,7%).

Regarding the urban areas, the largest annual
price increases occurred in the East London area
(14,9%), while the lowest prices increases oC-
curred in the Bloemfontein area (10,4%).

The Consumer Price Index for pensicrers for July
1990 showed an annual percentage change of
13,4%. [t is the first time since May 1588 that
this percentage change is higher than the
inflation rate. The largest annual price
increases for pensioners were recorded in the
Durban/Pinetown area (15,9%), while the lowest
price increases occurred in the
Klerksdorp/Sti1fontein/Orkney area (11,6%).

(3.3%), alkoholtese drank (2,8%), sigarette,
sigare en tabak (4,4%), "ander” huishoudelike
dienste (2,6%) en leesstof (1,7%).

Van die verskillende stedelike gebiede het die
grootste jaariikse prysstygings voorgekom in
die Oos-Londengebied (14,9%), terwyl die Jaag-
ste prysstygings voorgekom het in die Bloemfon-
teingabied (10,4%).

Die Verbruikersprysindeks vir pensionarisse het
vir Julie 1990 'n jaarlikse persentasieverande-
ring van 13,4% getoon. Dit is die eerste keer
sedert Mei 1388 dat hierdie persentasieverande-
ring hoér is as die inflasjekoers. In die ge-
val van pensionarisse het die grootste Jaar)ik-
se prysstygings voorgekom in die Durban/Pine-
towngebied (15,9%), terwy} die laagste pryssty-
gings in die Klerksdorp/Stilfontein/Orkneyge-
bied (11,6%) voorgekom het.

The indfces fndicate for each
urban area, independantly of any of the
other urban areas, the price changes
which have taken place from time to time.
