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SUMMARY

South Africa's inflation rate for June 1990, as
measured by the Consumer Price lndex, it 13,6%,
which is 0,3 percentage points lower than the
rate of 13,9% for May 1930. The annual rate of
increase in the indices for the lower, middle
and higher income groups for June 1930 compared
with June 1989 are 14,4X, 13,6% and 13,27 respec-
tively. The monthly rate of incrsase in the
seasonally adjusted index is 1,1%.

According to Table 2 the main contributions to

the momthly norseasconally adjusted percentage

change of 0,7% were made by price increases in

respect of food, housing, household operation,

medical care and health expenses, transport and
personal care.

Although the monthly percentage change in the
price index for food is only 0,6%, the annual
change in this index 4s 15,3%, which
95 5t911 higher than the inflation rate for June
1950. Relatively large monmthiy increases were
recorded in the prices of meat (1,3%), milk,
cheese and eggs (2,1X%), wvegetables (3,2%) and
coffee, tea and cocoa (2,4%), while decreases
occurred in the prices of grainproducts (-0,1%)

" and fryit and nuts (-B,3X).

Furthermore, there were relatively large momthly
increases in the prices of household consumable
goods (2,62}, medical care and health expenses
(3,6%) and personal care {3,3%).

Of the various urban areas the Durban/P{netown
area refiected the largest annual increase,
namely 15,4%, while the Jowest annual rate of
increase, namely 10,8, was recorded for the
Bloemfortein area.

The Consumer Price Index for pensioners shows an
annual percentage change of 13,4% for Jure 1990.
It 15 0,2 percentage points Tower than the in-
flation rate (13,6%) for June 1990. For pension-
ers the largest annual price increases wore re-
corded in the Durban/Pinetown area (16,6%),

while the lowest price intraases were recorded

in the Port Elizabeth/UHterhage area (11,2%).

Suid-Afrika se inflasiekoers vir Junie 1980,
SCCt genwet aan die Verbruikersprysindeks, is
13,6%, wat 0,3 persentasiepunte laer is as die
koers van 13,9% vir Mei 1930. Die jaarlikse
toenamekoers tn die indekse van die laer-,
middel~ en hobrinkamstegroep vir Junie 1960
vergaieke met Junie 1989, 1s onderskeidelik
14,4%, 13,62 en 13,2%. Die maandelikse toename—
koers in die seisoensaangepaste indeks is 1,1%.

Volgens Tabal 2 word die vernaamste bydraes tot
die maantelikse nie-seigoensaangepaste perserta-
sieverandering van 0,7% gelewer deur pryssty-
gings ten opsigte van voedsel, behuising, lopen-
de huishouding, mediese versorging en gesond-
hejdsuitgawes, vervoer en persoonlike versor-
ging.

Alhoewel die maandelikse persentasieverandering
in die voedselprysindeks slegs 0,6% is, beloop
die jaarlikse persentasieverandering in hierdie
indeks 15,3%, wat steeds hoBir is as die infla-
siekoers vir Junie 1990. Relatief groot maande—
likse stygings in die pryse van voedsel het
voorgekom by vieis (1,3%), melk, kazs en ejers
(2,1%), groente (3,2%) en koffie, tee en kakao
(2,4%), terwy! dalings voorgakom het in die
pryse van graanprodukte (-0,%) en vrugte en
neute (-8,3%).

Verder was daar relatief groot maandelikse toe-
names in die pryse van huishoudelike verbruiks—
artikels (2,6%), mediesa versorging en gesond-
heidsuttgawes (3,6%) en persconlike versorging
(3.3%). :
Van die verskillende stedelike geblede het die
Curban/Pinetowngebied die grootste jaarlikse
styging getoon, nasmlik 15,4%, terwyl die lasg-
ste jaarlikse toenamekoers, naamlik 10,87, aan~
gataken ts vir die Bloemforteingebied.

Die Verbruikersprysindeks vir pansicnarisse
toon vir Junie 199C 'n jaarlikse persentasiever-
andaring van 13,4%. Dit is 0,2 persentasie-
purtte laer as die inflasiekoers (13,6%) vir
Junie 1980, In die geval van pensionarisse het
die grootste jsarlikse prysstygings voorgekom
in die Durban/Pinetowngebied (16,6%), terwyl
die laagste prysstygings in die Port Elizabeth/
Uitenhagegebied {11,2%) voorgekom het.
