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SUMMARY
The Consumer Price Index for Jure 1992 compared
with June 1991, showed an increase 4in the

prices of consumer goods ard services of 15,1%
(this ds alse the official inflation rate of
South Africa). This rate of increase s 0,3 of
a percentage point higher than the correspond-
ing rate for May 1952 {14,8%). The Consumer
Price Irdex for June 1992 compared with May
1992 after seasonal adjustment shows a rate of
increase of 1,5%,

The Jower, middle and higher income groups
showed inflation rates of 15,3%, 15,6% and
14,62 respectively while the inflation rate for
pensioners was 16,0%.

If the prices without VAT are used, an infla—
tion rate of 13,72 for Jure 1992 is shown
(against 13,4% for May 1592).

The Tlargest single contributor to the monthly
increase of 1,02 in the Consumer Price Index
(as shown in Table 2), was the price index for
food (0,2 of a percentage point), while those
for housing, furniture and equipment, medical
care and health expenses, transport and recrea-
tion and entertainment each contributed 0,1 of
a percentage point. The price indices for all
other items contributed 0,3 of a percentage
point.

Regarding the food prices, this price index
showed an annual rate of change of 29,3% (Jure
1992 compared with June 1991) while the index
for all dtems excluding food showed a rate of
increase of 11,5Z%. Relatively large monthly
increases occurred in the prices of grain pro-
ducts (2,4%), wvegetables (4,3%) and sugar
(4,72), while a relatively large decrease of
3,7% occurred in the prices of fruit and nuts.

INFLUENCE OF 1990 WEIGHTING STRUCTURE

Since August 1991 the Consumer Price Index is
compiled on the basis of the 1990 weighting
structure. The official inflation rate of
15,8% for July 1991 was thus the last rate that
was completely based on the 1985 weighting
structure. If only the 1990 weights were used,
the inflation rate for July 1991 would have
been 13,7%. The difference of 2,1 percentage
potrts between the two inflation rates, caicula-
ted for Jduly 1991, based on the 1985 and the
1990 weights, will consequently be phased out
during the twelve months up to July 1992 (the
inflation rate for August 1992 will be the
first official inflation rate to be completely
based on the 1990 weighting structure).
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OPSOMMING

Die Verbruikersprysindeks vir Junie 1992 vergele-
ke met Junie 1991, toon 'n styging in die pryse
van verbruikersgoedere en -dienste van 15,1%
(wat ook die amptelike inflasiekoers van Suid-
Afrika 4is). Hierdie kcers is 0,3 van 'n persen-
tasiepunt ho¥r as die coreenstemmende koers vir
Mei 1992 (14,8%). Die Verbruikersprysindeks vir
Junie 1992 vergeleke met Mei 1992 toon 'n toe-
namekoers van 1,5% na seisoensaanpassing.

Die laer-, middel- en hoérinkomstegroep toon
inflasiekoerse van onderskeidelik 15,33, 15,62
en 14,6%, terwyl die inflasiekoers vir pensiona-
risse 16, 0% was.

Indien die pryse sonder BTW gebruik word, word
'ninflasiekoers van 13,7% vir Junie 1992 getoon
{teencor 13,4% vir Mei 1992).

Die grectste enkele bydrae tot die 1,0% maande-
Tikse styging in die Verbruikersprysindeks (soos
in Tabel 2 aangetoon) was die prysindeks vir
voedsel (0,2 van 'n persentasiepunt), terwyl dié
vir behuising, meublement en toerusting, mediese
versorging en gesondheidsuitgawes, wvervoer en
ontspanning en vermaaklikheid elk 'n bydrae van
0,17 van 'n persentasiepunt gelewer het. Die
prysindekse vir alle ander items het 0,3 van 'n
persentasiepunt bygedra.

Betreffende die pryse van voedsel, het die voed~
selprysindeks 'n jaarlikse koers van verandering
van 29,37 getoon {Junie 1992 vergeleke met Junie
1991), terwyl die indeks vir alle items uitgeson-
derd wvoedsel 'n toenamekoers van 11,5% getoon

het.  Relatief groot maardelikse stygings het in
die  pryse van graanprodukte (2,4%Z), groente
(4,32) en suiker (4,7%) wvoorgekom, terwyl 'n

relatiewe groot daling van 3,7% in die pryse van
vrugte en neute voorgekom het.

INVLOED VAN 1990-GEWIGSTRUKTUUR

Gie Verbruikersprysindeks word sedert Augustus
1991 bereken op grond van die 1990-gewigstruk-
tuur. Die amptelike inflasiekoers van 15,8% vir
Julie 1991 was dus die laaste koers wat volledig
op die 19B5-gewigstruktuur gebaseer is, Indien
slegs die 1990-gewigte gebruik was, sou die in-
flasiekoers wvir Julie 1991 13,7% gewees het.
Die wverskil van 2,1 persentasiepunte in die twee
1nflasiekoerse wat vir Julie 19971 op grond van
die 19B5- en die 1990-gewigte bereken is, sal
gevolglik cor die twaalf maande tot Jylie 1992
uitgefaseer word (die inflasiekoers vir Augustus
1992 sal die eerste amptelike inflasiekoers wees
wat volledig op die 1990-gewigstruktuur gebaseer
sal wees).




The dinflation rate for June 1992 would have
been 14,92 if the new 1990 weights were used
for the calculation of the Consumer Price Index
values for both June 1991 and Jure 1992. This
has the result that 1,9 percentage points of
the abovementioned difference of 2,1 percentage
points have already been phased out by June
1992.

GENERAL

Price information refers to the first
seven days of the relevant month.

The Consumer Price Indices relating to dif-
ferent urban areas as shown in Table 4 do
not  permit dinterurban comparison of price
levels or Tliving costs, The indices do
not dndicate whether it is more expensive
to live in one city than in ancther. The
indices indicate for each urban area, inde-
pendently of any of the other urban areas,
the price changes whick have taken place
from time to time.

Value Added Tax (VAT} is included in gene-
ral in the prices of all items on which
VAT 1is applicable.

A more comprehensive description of the
weighting  system, seasonal adjustment,
price collection methodology, etc., ap-

pears in the brochure "Inflation" as well
as in the notes of Chapter 3 of the Bulle-
tin of Statistics.

CONSUMER PRICE INDEX
ALL ITEMS (HISTORIC)
GST EXCLUDED

The course of the Consumer Price Index ex-
cluding GST simnce 1990, was not recalcula-
ted as the rate and scope of GST remained
unchanged during the period to September

1991, Such a recalculation would, on theo-
retical grounds, possibly have resulted in
small and insignificant differences in the

indices shown above but was not carried
out for practical reasons. From October
1991 the CPI excluding VAT is, however,
calculated directly. The month to month
changes in the Consumer Price Indices in-
cluding and excluding VAT will agree to a
large extent except when the rate or scope
of the tax are changed, as has happened in
October 1991 with the introduction of VAT,
