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The South African inflation rata for March 1930,
as measured by the Consumer Price Index, is
14,5%, which is the same as the rate for Febru-
ary 19%0. The annual rate of increase in the
indices for the lower, middle and higher income
groups are 15,9%, 14,9% and 14,6Z respectively.
The monthly rate of increase, after eliminating
seasonal variations (that is March 1930 compared
with February 1990), is 1,3%.

According to Table 2 contributions to the month-
1y non-seasonally adjusted percentage change of
1,6% were made by a wide range of goods and ser-
vicas. OFf these the more important are furni-

ture and equipment, education and personal care.

The percentage change in the price index for -

food for March 1990 compared with March 1989 is
15,1%. The anrual rate of increase in the food
price index is 15,9% for the lower income group,

15,4% for the middle income group and 13,87 for

the higher income group. Regarding food, rela-
tively large increases occurred in the prices of
fish and other seafood (3,4%), milk, cheese and
eggs (2,8%) and coffee, tea and cocoa (1,9%).

Furthermore there ware relativaly large monthly
increases 4n the prices of alcoholic beverages
(10,5%), clothing and footwear (1,9%}, furniture
and equipment (7,0%), household operation
{3.1%), reading matter (4,9%) and personal care
(4,8%). The price of education {mainly univer-
sity fees which is determined once a year) in-
creased by 18,62. .

Of the various urban areas the Witwatersrand

area experienced the largest monthly increase,
namely 2,1%, while the largest annual rate of in-
crease, namely 15,9%, was recorded for the Dur-
ban/Pinatown area.

The Consumer Price Index for pensicners for
March 1990 shows an annual increase of 13,6%.
This is 1,3 percentage points lower than the
inflation rate of 14,9% for March 1990. The
largest annual price increases for pensioners
ware recorded in the Durban/Pinetown area
(16,5%), while the lowest price increases oc-
curred in the Bloemfontein area (12,6%).
