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SLMMARY
INFLATION RATE FOR MAY 1992

The percentage change from May 1991 to May 1992
in the Consumer Price Index {i.e. the official
inflation rate for May 1992) is 14,8%, which is
0,8 of a percentage point lower than the corres-
ponding rata for April 1992 (15,6%).

According to Table 2 the momthly tncrease (i.e.
May 1952 compared with April 1992) of 0,8X in
the Consumer Price Index 15 dua to increases in
the price +indices of food (0,2 of & percentage
point), medical care and health expensas (0.1
of a percantage point), transport (0,2 of a
percentage. point) and all "other" items (0,3 of
a parcentage point).

The major contributors to the monthly increass
{{.0. May 1992 compared with April 1992) of
1,2 in the Consumer Price Index for food are
increases in the price indices for grain pro-
ducts {1,6%), fish and other seafood (3,5%),
milk, chease and eggs (1,72) and vegetables
(6,0%). Against these, decreases occurred 1in
the price indices for fats and oils (-1,8%) and
fruit and ruts (-1,3%).

INFLUENCE OF VAT ON FOOD INFLATION

Up to and including September 1991 GST was pay-
asble at a rate of 13%, on 41,2% of all food
products.  With the introduction of VAT from 30
September 1991, at a rate of 10%, 86,4% of all
food products were imvolved. This change-over
in the tax base resulted in an increase in the
food inflation {(1.e. October 1991 compared with
October 1990) from 20,2% to 25,7% or with 5,5
percertage points. [f only the monthly change
is considered the change in the tax base resui-
ted in an incresse of 4,7% (from 0,9% betwsen
Septamber 1991 and October 1991 before VAT, to
5,68 thereafter). Frem 1 April 1992 the tax
base was further expanded by imposing VAT on
fresh milk and rice. This increassd the pro-
portion of food products upon which VAT is paid
to 93%. In a comparison with the position
bafore VAT, food inflation increased from 21,6%
to 28,48 (i.e. April 1992 compared with April
1991) or with 6,8 percentage points, as a
result of the changes 1in the tax base. The
increase 1in the food price index duwe to only
the axpanding of VAT to also include fresh milk
and rice, was 0,6% which means that the change
of 1,81 betwsan March 1992 and April 1992 would
nave been only 1,Z% 4f the tax basa had not
changed.

The above-montioned increases in food inflation
will decreass proportionally to this extent
during October 1992 and April 1953 when the
effect of the introduction and expansion of the
tax base will be phased out compietely.

Mei 1992 vergeleke mat April 1992) van
0,82 4n die Verbruikersprysindeks wvercorsaak
deur stygings in die prysindekss vir voadsel
(0,2 wvan 'n persentasiepunt), mediese versorging
an gesondheidsuitgawes (0,1 van 'n persentasie—
punt), vervosr (0,2 wvan 'n persentasispunt) en
alle "ander" {tams (0,3 van 'n persentasiepunt).

Dis vernaamste bydraers tot die maandelikse sty-
ging (d.1. Mei 1992 vergeieke met April 1992)
van 1,2Z% in die Verbruikersprysindeks vir voad-
sal 1s stygings in die prysirdekse vir graanpro-~
dukte (1,6%), vis an ander seekos (3,5%), malk,
kaas en eiers (1,7%) en groente (6,08). Hier-
tosrwor het dalings voorgekom in die prysindekse
vir zw)rt:te on olies (-1,8%) en vrugts en neute
(-1,3%).

INVLOED VAN BTW OP VOEDSELINFLASIE

Tot en mat Septamber 1997 was AVB teen 'n koers
van 13Z bataalbaar op 41,2% van alle voedselpro-
dukte. Met die inste)ling van BTW wanaf 30 Sep-
tembar 1991 teen 'n koars van 10% het dit 86,4%
van alls vosdselprodukte betrek. Hierdie veran—
dering in die belastingbasis het vervorsaak dat
die vosdselinflasie (d.i. Oktober 1991 vergelske
mat Oktobar 1950) van 20,2% tot 25,7% of met 5,5
persantasispunte tosgeneem het. Indien slegs
die mamndelikss verandering beskou word, is 'n
tosnme van 4,72 deur dis wverandering in die
balastingbasis vercorsaak {(vanaf 0,9% tussen Sep-
tombar 1991 en Oktober 1991 wvoor BTW tot 5,62
Varaf 1 Apr11 19392 is die belastingba-
sis verder uitgebrei deur BTW ook op vars melk
an rys te hef. Dit het die verhouding voedsel-
produkte wsarop BTW gehef word, wergroot na
S3XL, In wvergelyking met die posisie voor BTW,
het vosdselinflasie (d.i. April 1992 vergeieks
met April 1991) vamaf 21,62 tot 28,4% of met €,8
persantasiepunts as gevolg van die veranderings
in die belastingbasis toegeneen. Die vermesrde-
ring 1in die vosdsalprysindeks slegs as gewolg
van die uitbretiding om ook vars malk en rys in
te sluit, was 0.6%1, wat bateken dat die veran
dering van 1,8% tussen Maart 1992 an April 1992
slegs 1,2% sou gewses het indien die belastingba-
sis nie verander het nie.

Die woornoemde toenames in vosdselinflasie sal
oedurende Oktober 1992 en Apri1 1593 verhoudelik
tot hierdie mate verminder wannesr die effek van
die insteiling en verbreding van die belasting-
basis volledig uitgefaseer sal wees.

Since August 1991 the Consumer Price Index is
compiled on the basis of the 1990 weighting
structure. The official inflation rate of
15,82 for July 199] was thus the last rate that
was completely based on the 1885 welighting
structure. If only the 1990 weights were used,
tha inflation rate for July 1991 would have
been 13,7X. The difference of 2,1 perceantage
points between the two inflation rates,
caleulated for July 1991, based on the 1985 and
the 1990 weights, wil11 consequently be phased
out during the twelve momths up to July 1992
(the <nflation rate for August 1992 will be the
firgt official inflation rate to be completely
based on the 1990 weighting structure).

The 1nflation rate for May 1992 would have been
14,82 4f the new 1990 weights were used for the
caicuiation of the Consumer Price Index values
for both May 1991 and May 1992. This has the
result that 1,9 percermtage points of the above-
mentioned differemnce of 2,1 percentage points
have already been phased out by May 1992.

The Consumer Price Indices relating to dif-
ferent urban areas as shown in Table 4 do
not permit {aterurban comparison of price
levels or 14ving costs. The indices do
not  indicate whether it 1s more axpensive
tc Tive 4n ome city than in another. The
indices indicate for aach urban area, inde-
pendently of any of the other urban areas,
the price changes which have taken place
from time to tima.

Valve Added Tax (VAT) is included in gene-
ral in the prices of all iters on which
VAT 1s applicable.

A more comprehensive description of the
weighting system, seasonal adjustment,
prica collection methodology, etc., ap-
pears in the brochure "Inflation" as well
as in the rotes of Chapter 3 of the Bulle-
tin of Statistics.

CONSUMER PRICE INDEX
ALL ITEMS (HISTORIC)
GST EXCLUDED

The course of the Consumer Price Index ex-
cluding GST since 1990, was not recalcula-
ted as the rate and scope of 45T remxined
uncharnged during the period to September
1991, Such a recalculation would, on theo—
retical grounds, possibly have resulted in
small and insignificant differences in the
indices shown above but was not carried
out for practical reasons. From (ctober
1991 the CPI excluding VAT is, however,
calculated directly. The month to month
changes 1in the Consumer Price Indices in-
cluding and excluding VAT will agree to a
large extent except when the rate or scope
of the tax are changed, as has happened in
October 1991 with the introduction of VAT.
