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South Africa's inflation rate for November 1990,
as measured by the Consumer Price Index, is
15,3%, which is 1,3 percentage poimts higher
than the rate of 14,08 for October 1980. This
is the highest inflation rate for South Africa
since December 13985, when the inflation rate was
alsc 15,3k, The annual rate of ircrease in the
Jower, middie and higher income groups are
-15,0%, 15,5% and 15,62 respectively,

According to Table 2 the monthly perceritage
increase of 2,1% in the rnon-seasonally adjusted
index is mainly attributable to price changes in
food and transport (comtributing 0,6 and 1,3
percentage poimts respactively). The principal
components of transport are in the first
instance "wehicles" which conmtributed 0,3 of a
percentage poimt to the increase and secondly
"running costs" which contributed 0,9 percentage
points to the increase. The principal component
of running costs is petrol, If the change 1in
the price of petrol were not taken into acoount,
the increase in the monthly non—seasonally
asjusted index would have peen 1,2% instead of
the observed 2,1Z, while the inflation rate
would have been 14,3% instead of the present

15, 3%. . T .

The monthiy rate of change 4n the seasonally
adjusted price index for food for November 1990
is 2,4%. large monthly increases were recorded
in the prices of fruit and nuts (12,21} and
grain products (5,12}, while decreasss were
recorded 1n the prices of fish and other seafood
{2,2%) and meat (0,4%) compared with October
1950.

Regarding the urban areas, the largest annual
percentage change {16,4%) occurred in the Cape
Peninsula and the lowest annual price change was
recorded in Bloemfontein (11,6%).

The Consumer Price Index for pensioners for
November 1930 shows an aznnual rate of increase
of 14,6%, which is 0,7 percentege points higher
than the rate for October 1980 (13,8%). The
largest annual price increases (15,6} in respect
of pensioners oacurred in the Pretoria/Verwoerd-
burg/Akasia area while the lowest increase
(12,4%) occurred in Bloemfomtein.
