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SUMMARY
The annual rate of change (i.e. November 1992
compared to November 1991} 4in the Consumer
Price Index for all dtems is 11,0%, which is
0,7 of a percentage point lower than the corres-
panding rate of 11,73 for October 1992.

The main contributions to the monthly percent-
age increase (4i.e. November 1992 compared to
Octobaer 1992), of 0,4% in this index were made
by 4ncreases in the price indices for transport
(0,3 of a percentage point) and all other items
(0,2 of a percentage point) which were counter-
acted by the decrease in the price index for
food (-0,1 of a percentage point).

The monthly decrease of 0,3% in the food price
index 1s caused mainly by the relatively large

decrease 1in the price index for wegetables
(-6,4%). This was however counteracted by in-
creases 1in the price indices for grain products

(1.3%), meat (0,6%), fruit and nuts (0,7%) and
coffee, tea and cocoa (1,3%).

Regarding the different urban areas the Bloem-
fontein area showed the highest inflation rate,
namaly 12,2%, while the Durban/Pinetown area
and the OFS Goldfields showed rates of 9,7% and
9,6% respectively.

In Table 7 certain food inflation particulars
of chain stores and other retailers respective-
ly are shown. According to these particulars,
food prices increased at chain stores with 7,3%
and at other retailers with 8,1% over the past
six months.
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"OPSOMMING

Die jaarlikse persentasieverandering (d.1. Novem-
ber 1992 vergeleke met November 1991) in die Ver-
bruikersprysindeks wir alle items is 11,0%, wat
0,7 van 'n persentasiepunt laer is as die ocoreen-
stemmende koers van 11,7% vir Oktober 1992.

Die belangrikste bydraes tot die maandelikse
persentasiestyging (d.i. November 1992 vergeleke
met Oktober 1992) van 0,4% in hierdie indeks is
gelewer deur stygings in die prysindekse vir ver-
voer (0,3 van 'n persentasiepunt) en alle ander
items (0,2 wvan ‘n persentasiepunt) wat teenge-
werk is deur die daling in die prysindeks vir
voedsel {-0,1 van 'n persentasiepunt).

Die maandelikse daling van 0,3% in die voedsel-
prysindeks 15 hoofsaaklik vercorsaak deur 'n re-
latief groot daling in die prysindeks vir groen-
te (-6,4%). Dit is egter teengewerk deur sty-
gings in die prysindekse wvir graanprodukte
(1,3%), wvleis (0,6%), vrugte en neute (0,7X%) en
koffie, tee en kakao (1,3%).

Wat die wverskillende stedelike gebiede betref
toon die Bloemfonteingebied die hoogste inflasie-
koers, naamlik 12,2%, terwyl die Durban/Pinetown-
gebied en die QVS-goudvelde onderskeidelik koer-
se van 9,74 en 9,6% toon.

In Tabel 7 word sekere voedselinflasiebesonder-
hede wvan onderskeidelik kettingwinkels en ander
kleinhandelaars getoon. Daarvoligens het voedsel-
pryse by kettingwinkels met 7,3% en by die ander
kleinhandelaars met 8,12 oor die afgelope ses
maande toegeneem.

The Consumer Price Indices relating to dif-
ferent urban areas as shown in Table 4 do
not permit interurban comparison of price
lev@ls or living costs. The indices do
not dindicate whether it {s more expensive
to live 1n one city than in another. The
indices indicata for sach urban area, inde-
pendantly of any of the other urban areas,
the price changes which have taken place
from tima to time,

Value Added Tax (VAT) is included in gene-
ral in the prices of all items on which
VAT 1is applicable.

A more comprehensive description of the
weighting system, seasonal adjustment,
prica collection maethodology, etc., ap-
pears in the brochure "Inflation" as well
as in the notes of Chapter 3 of the Bulle-
tin of Statistics.

CONSUMER PRICE INDEX

GST EXCLUDED

The course of the Consumer Price Index ax-
cluding GST since 1990, was mot recalcula-
tad as the rate and scope of GST rematned
unchanged during the period to September
1991, Such a recalculation would, on theo—
retical grounds, possibly have resulted in
small and insignificant differences in the
indices, but was not carried out for prac-
tical reasons. From October 1931 the CPI
excluding VAT is, however, calculated
directly, The month to month changes in
the Consumer Price Indices imciuding and
excluding VAT will agree to a Jarge extent
except when the rate or scope of the tax
are changed, as has happened in October
1991 with the introduction of VAT.
