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SUMMARY

South Africa’s inflation rate for September
1950, as measured by the Consumer Price Index,
is 14,3, which is 0,7 percentage points higher
than the rate of 13,6% for August 19%0. The
annual rate of increase in the indices for the
lower, middle and higher income groups are
14,5%, 14,82 and 14,2% respectively for Sep-
tomber 1980 campared with September 1989
(against 14,6%, 14,3% and 13,1X respectively for
August 1990).

The graphical representation of the annval
change in the Consumer Price Index, on page 4,
shows that the inflation rate, which decreased
since the middle of 1989 has reached a turning
point. It is noteworthy that the trend cycle of
this graph shows since the middle of 1990 an in~
egreasing tendency.

The monthly rate of increase in the seasonally
adjusted index (that is the seasonally adjusted
{ndex for September 1990 compared with August
1650) is 1,5%. According to Table 2 the in-
ereasa in the monthly non-seasonally adjusted
percentage charge of 1,5% is ascribed to a wide
spread of prices changes. The largest contribu~
tigns are made by price jncreases in respect of
transport (petrol and insurarce), furniture and
equipment, food and recreation and entartain-
ment.

The percentage change in the price index for
food for September 1990 compared with September
1989 is 17,2%. The annual rate of increase in
the price index for processed food is 17,1%, and
1t is 17,2% for unprocessed food. Relatively
Jarge monthly increases were recorded in the
pricas for sugar (6,2%), fats and oils (3,%%)
and fish and other seafood (2,5%), against a
decreasa of §,9% in the prices of vegetables.
Furthermore there were relatively large momthly
increases in tha prices of recreation and enter-
tainment (5,9%), running cost of transport
{5,5%), personal care (3,0%), furniture and
equipment (3,0%) and fuel and power (2,0%).

Regarding’ the urban areas, the largest armuat
price increase occurred in the East london area
(15,4%), while the lowest price increase occur-
red in the Bloemfontein area (10,63,

The Consumer Price Index for pensioners for Sep-
tember 1990 shows an annual percentage change of
14,1%. The largest annual price increase for
pensioners was also recorded in the East London
area (15,3%), while the lowest price increases
also occurred in the Bloemfontein area {12,0%).

DMe grafiese voorstelling van die jaarlikse ver-
andering in die Verbruikersprysindeks op bladsy
4 toon dat die inflasitekcers, wat sedert die
midde] van 1989 gedaal het, tans 'n draaipunt
bereik het. Dit is opmerk}ik dat die tanienssi-
Klus van hierdie grafiek ’n stygende tendens
gadert middel 1990 toon.

Die maandelikse toenamekoers in die seiscensaan-
gepaste indeks (dit is die seisoensaangepaste
indeks vir September 1930 vergeleke mekt Augus~
tus 1990} 1s 1,5%. Volgens Tabel 2 is die maan-
delikse persentasia styging in die nie-seisoens-
aangepasta indeks vae 1,5% toe te skryf aan n
wye front van prys veranderings. 0ie grootste
bydraes is gemaak in prysveranderings ten opsig~
ta van vervoer (petrol en versekering), meuble-
ment en toerusting, voedsel en ontspanrming en
vermaaklikheid.

Die persentasieverandering in die voedselprysin-

deks vir September 1930 vergeleke met Saptember
1589 het 17,32 beloop. Die jaarlikse toename-
koers in die prysindeks vir verwerkte voedsel
is 17,1% en dit 15 17,2% vir nie-verwerkte veed-
sal. Relatief groot maandelikse stygirgs het
voorgekom by suiker (6,2%), vette en olies
(3,11) en vis en ander seekos (2.52) teencor 'n
daling van 5,9% in die prys van groente. Ver-
der was daar relatief groot maandelikse sty-
gings in die pryse van ontspanning en vermaak-
Tikhaid (5,9%), lopernde koste van verveer
(5,5%), persconlike versorging (3,0%), meuble-
mant en toerusting (3,0%) en brandstof en krag
{2,0%).

Van die verskillende stedelike gebiede het die
grootste persentasieverandering voorgekom in
die Oos~-Londengebied (15,41}, tarwyl die laag-
ste prysstygings in die Bloemfonteingebied
(10,6%) voorgekom het.

Die Verbruikersprysindeks vir pengionarisse
toon vir September 1590 'n jaarlikse persen-
tasieverandering van 14,1%, In die geval van
pensionarisse hat die greotste jaardikse prys-
styging cok voorgekom in die Cos-Londengebied
(15,3%), terwyl die laagste prysstygings ock in
gie Blcemfonteingebied {12,0%) voorgekom het.
