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SMARY

The Consumer Price Index for all items in-
creased by 13,5% from September 1991 to Septem-
ber 1992. This rate 1is 0,8 of a percentage
point Tower than the corresporkling rate of
14,3% for August 1992.

The main contributions to the ron-seasonal ad-
justed monthly increase of 0,72 were made by in-
creases 1in the indices for food (0,3 of a per-
centage point), clothing and footwear (0,1 of a
percentage point), furniture and equipment (0,1
of a percentage point), transport (0,1 of a per-
centage point) and personal care (0,1 of a per-
centage point). These increases were countar-
acted by the decrease in the index for housing
due to the decrease in the interest rates on
mortgage bonds.

Although the inflation rate of 27,6% for food
for September 15992 is lower than the 28,5% for
August 1992, this index increased by 1,8% from
August 1992 +to September 1992. This increase
is comprised mainly by increases in the prices
of meat (0,6 of a percentage point), milk,
cheese and eggs (0,2 of a percentage point),
fruit and nuts (0,4 of a percentage point) and
vegetables (0,2 of a percentage point.

The 1inflation rate where VAT has not been taken
into account is 12,0%.

The average -<inflation rate for pensioners 1is
14,92, while the inflation rates for the lower,
middle amnd higher {ncome groups are 14,8%,
14,4% and 12,6% respectively.

In Table 7 certain food inflation particulars
of chain stores and other retailers
respectivaely are shown. According to these
particulars, food prices at chain stores and
the other retailers increased by 7,2% and 7,8%
respectively over the past four months.

Alhoawel die inflasiekoers van 27,6% vir voadsel
vir Saptember 1992 laer is as dié van 28,58 vir
Augustus 1992, het hierdie indeks vanaf Augustus
1992 tot September 1952 met 1,8% toegeneem.

The Consumer Price Indices relating to dif-
ferent urban areas as shown in Table 4 do
not parmit  interurban comparison of price
lavels or living costs. The indices do
not  indicats whether 1t s more expensive
to live 1in one city than in another. The
indices indicate for each urban area, inde-
pendently of any of the cther urban areas,
tha price changes which have taken place
from time to time.

Value Added Tax {VAT) is included in gena-
ral in the prices of all items on which
VAT is applicable.

A more comprehensive description of the
weighting system, seascrnal adjustment,
price collection methodology, etc., ap-
pears in the brochure "Inflation” as well
as 14n the rmotes of Chapter 3 of the Bulle-
tin of Statistics.

GST EXCLUDED

The coursa of the Consumer Price Index ex-
cluding GST since 1930, was not recalcula-
ted as the rate and scope of GST remained
unchanged during the period to September
1991. Such a recalculation would, on theo-
retical grounds, possibly have resulted in
small and insignificant differences in the
indices, but was mnot carried out for
practical reasons. From October 1991 the
CPI excluding VAT is, however, calculated
directly. The month to morth changes in
the Consumer Prica Indices including and
excluding VAT will agree to a large extant
except when the rate or scope of the tax
are changed, as has happened in Octcber
1991 with the introduction of VAT.
