The production price index (PPJ) for all commodities for South African consumption showed an annual rate of increase
of 6,6% at July 1996, i.e. for the period July 1995 to July 1996. This rate is 0,5 of a percentage point higher than the

.annual rate of increase of 6,1% at June 1996, and has been showing a steady increase during the past three months.

. The monthly increase in this index for the period June 1996 to July 1996 is 0,8%, and 0,6% in the seasonally adjusted
index.

SIGNIFICANTLY HIGHER ANNUAL PERCENTAGE INCREASE IN THE PPI FOR LOCALLY PRODUCED
COMMODITIES

The annual rate of increase in the PPI for locally produced commodities is 7,3% at July 1996, This rate is 0,8 of a percentage
point higher than the corresponding annual rate of 6,5% at June 1996. The monthly increase in this index was 1,1%, while the
seasonally adjusted index increased by 0,8%.

ANNUAL RATE OF INCREASE IN THE PPI FOR IMPORTED COMMODITIES SLIGHTLY HIGHER

The annual rate of increase of 4,9% at July 1996 in the PP! for imported commodities, is 0,2 of a percentage point higher than
the corresponding annual rate of 4,7% at June 1996. From June 1996 to July 1996 this index remained unchanged while the
seasonally adjusted index decreased by 0,1% over this pertod.
