 SUMRY

In May 1992 the production price index for all
commodities for consumption 1n South Africa,
showed an  anpual  (i.e. May 1992 compared with
May 1991) rate of increase of 8,7%. 1t is 0,1
of a percentage point lower than the correspond-
ing rate for April 1992 (8,8%). This index
showed an  increase of 0,8% from April 1992 to
May 15992, while it showed an increase of 0,9%
after seasonal adjustment.

The production price index for Tocally produced
commodities increased from May 1997 to May 1992
by 9,4%, which is 0,1 of a percentage point
lower than the corresponding rate for April

1992 (9,5%). The monthly (i.e. May 1992
compared with April 1992) rate of fncrease in |
this dindex 1s 1,28, while it iz 0,87 after

seasonal adjustment.

The anmial (i.e. May 1992 compared with May
1991} rate of increase in the production price
index for imported commodities is 5,9%, which
is 0,5 of a percentage poimt higher than the
corresponding rate for April 1992 (5,4%). This
index showed a decrease of 0,3% from April 1992

to May 1892, while it showed an increase of
1,38 after seasona) adjustment during this
periad,

From April 1992 tot May 1992 ralatively large
increases occurred in the price dindices for
agricultural food products (7,5%), non-ferrous
metals (5,4%) metal products (3,6%) and motor
vehicles, parts and accessories (2,32). On the
other hand relatively large decreases occurred
during this period in the price indices for
"other"  agricultural products (-4,9%) and
electricity, gas and water (-2,1%).

Relatively large monthly  increases also
occurred in the price indices for salected
matarials such as transformer oil (7,9%), stock
bricks  (2,3%), face bricks (4,4%), clear
laminated glass (9,02), plumbing {4,5%), par-
titioning materials (3,7%), steel tubes, pipes
and fittings (11,5%) and basic forms of alumi-
nium  (3,9%). However, relatively large de—
<reases occurred in the price indices for clear
float glass (-9,2%) and ball and roller
bearings (-9,5%).
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In Mei 1992 het die produksieprysindeks vir
alle handelsware vir verbruik in Suid-Afrika 'n
Jaarlikse (d.1, Mei 1992 vergaleke met Mei
1991) toenamekoers van 8, 7% getoon.

Vanaf April 1992 tot Mei 1992 het relatief
groot  stygings voorgekom in die prysindekse vir
landbouvoedselprodukte {7, 9%), nie-ysterhou-
dende metale (5,4%), metaalprodukte (3,6%) en
motorvoertuie, -orlerdele an ~toebehore
{2,3%). Hiertgencor het relatief groot. dalings
gedurende  hisrdie tydperk woorgekom in die
prysindekse vir "ander" landbouprodukte (-4,9%)
en elektrisitait, gas en water (=2,1%).

Relatief groot maandelikse stygings het ook
voorgekom in die prysindekse wvir uitgesoekte
matar{ale s00s transformatorolie  (7,9%),
pleisterstene (2,3%), sierstene (4,4%), helder
gelamineerds glas  (9,0%), loodgieterswerk
{4,5%), materiaal yir afskortings (3,7%),
staalbuise, “Pype  en toebehore (11,5%) en
basiese vorms van aluminium (3,92). Relatief
groot  dalings het eqter wvoorgekom in die
prysindekse wvir helder dryfglas (-9,2%) en
koedi- en roilaers (-9,5%).
