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KEY FINDINGS FOR THE SECOND QUARTER OF 2011

Real gross domestic product at market prices increased by 1,3 per cent quarter-on-quarter, seasonally
adjusted and annualised

The largest contributions to the quarter-on-quarter growth of 1,3 per cent were as follows:

e General government services contributed 0,8 of a percentage point based on growth of 5,7 per cent;

e Finance, real estate and business services contributed 0,6 of a percentage point based on growth of
2,9 per cent;

e The wholesale, retail and motor trade; catering and accommodation industry contributed 0,5 of a
percentage point based on growth of 4,1 per cent; and

e The transport, storage and communication industry contributed 0,4 of a percentage point based on growth
of 4,1 per cent.

Key economic developments

The following activities should be noted when analysing the recent performance of the economy:

e The growth in the wholesale, retail and motor trade; catering and accommodation industry was due to
increases reflected by the high turnover in all major divisions in the trade industry;

e Economic activity in the manufacturing industry reflected a negative growth of 7,0 per cent, partly due to
lower production in the motor vehicle, parts and accessories and other transport equipment division, the
food, beverages and tobacco division and the wood and wood products, paper, publishing and printing
division;

e Economic activity in the mining and quarrying industry reflected a negative growth of 4,2 per cent, due to
lower production in the mining of other metal ores (including platinum), gold and coal; and

e Economic activity in the agriculture, forestry and fishing industry reflected negative growth of 7,8 per cent,
partly due to a negative contribution by field crops and animal products.

The unadjusted real GDP at market prices increased by 3,0 per cent year-on-year

The most notable performances of industries in the 2 quarter of 2011 compared with the 2 quarter of 2010 were
as follows:

The mining and quarrying industry increased by 9,7 per cent;

The wholesale, retail and motor trade; catering and accommodation industry increased by 3,9 per cent;
The transport, storage and communication industry increased by 3,7 per cent;

General government services increased by 3,4 percent; and

Finance, real estate, and business services increased by 2,8 per cent.

The unadjusted real GDP at market prices for the first six months of 2011 increased by 3,3 per cent compared with
the first six months of 2010.

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The tertiary sector of the economy has grown consistently except for the second quarter of 2009 during which it
contracted. In contrast, the primary and secondary sectors’ volatile growth patterns are persisting.
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Nominal GDP estimated at R723 billion for the 2™ guarter of 2011
The nominal value added at basic prices in the economy during the 2" quarter of 2011 was R662 billion, which is
R36 billion more than in the 1* quarter of 2011. The most notable performances were as follows:

e The agriculture, forestry and fishing industry expanded by R12 billion to R24 billion; and
e The wholesale, retail and motor trade; catering and accommodation industry expanded by R5 billion to
R90 bhillion.

Structure of the economy

The largest industries, as measured by their nominal value added in the 2 quarter of 2011, were as follows:

e Finance, real estate and business services — 21,0 per cent;
e General government services — 15,9 per cent;

¢ Manufacturing — 13,9 per cent; and

e Wholesale, retail and motor trade; catering and accommodation — 13,7 per cent.

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ADDITIONAL INFORMATION

Explanatory notes

Introduction This Statistical Release contains independently compiled annual estimates of the
gross domestic product (GDP) for the period 2000 to 2009 as well as an estimate
for the 2010 that is derived as the sum of 4 quarters of the year. It also contains
quarterly estimates of the GDP for the period 2000 to the second quarter of 2011.
The estimates are based on the 1993 System of National Accounts (SNA)
published by the United Nations in co-operation with other international
organisations. This means that the methodology, concepts and classifications,
are in accordance with the latest guidelines of an internationally agreed system of
national accounts. The estimates of real GDP are expressed in terms of a 2005
base year.

Methodology Annual GDP estimates are calculated independently from the quarterly estimates
within a supply and use framework. Alternatively, annual GDP estimates are
derived as the sum of the GDP for the four quarters of the relevant year in the
absence of supply and use tables.

Short-term indicators are used to estimate the quarterly GDP (cf. Statistical
sources and methods). However, they are by their nature incomplete in terms of
coverage, and annual changes of output measured through them are generally
not as reliable as in instances where the results of annual surveys are used.
Therefore, the quarterly estimates must be adapted to the independent annual
estimates when such estimates become available.

Classifications The estimates of value added by industry are classified according to the Standard
Industrial Classification of all Economic Activities (SIC), fifth edition. SIC is based
on the third revision of the International Standard Industrial Classification of all
Economic Activities (ISIC), with suitable adaptations for South African conditions.
The Central Product Classification (CPC) has now been adopted and used to
classify the supply and use of products and services.

Seasonal adjustment The quarterly value added and GDP estimates have been seasonally adjusted.
Seasonal adjustment is a means of removing the estimated effects of normal
seasonal variation from the series so that the effects of other influences on the
series can be more clearly recognised. Seasonal adjustment does not aim to
remove irregular or non-seasonal influences which may be present in any
particular quarter. Influences that are volatile or unsystematic can still make it
difficult to interpret.

Reliability of estimates Revision of the estimates for all components of the national accounts is usually
done every five years in conjunction with the rebasing of the estimates at
constant prices. At such a time the results of censuses that have become
available in the meantime and any other additional information sources are
incorporated in the estimates. Due to the availability of more comprehensive data,
revisions are also made of estimates for the latest quarters and, once a year, for
the three latest years.
