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Read the following notice with regard to the eleven official languages
SLIGHT DECREASE IN RETAIL TRADE SALESFOR JULY 1996

Retail trade saes for July 1996 amounted to R10 739,9 million, which after seasonal adjustment reflect a
decrease of 0,5% compared with June 1996.

Three of the nine types of businesses reflect decreases for July 1996 after seasonal adjustment compared with
June 1996. Book stores and stationers and dealersin clothing, footwear and textiles reflect the largest
percentage decreases (-5,8% and -5,3% respectively).

Decreases are reflected in the sales of 11 of the 20 types of merchandise after seasonal adjustment. The largest
percentage decrease for July 1996 is reflected in the sales of other domestic furnishings, which decreased by
9,0% compared with June 1996. Perishable and processed food products, which has the largest market share,
reflects adecrease of 1,4%.

For the three months ended July 1996 the retail trade sales amounted to R32 077,6 million, which after seasonal
adjustment show an increase of 7,1% compared with the previous three months.

Total retail trade sales by type of merchandise and selected area are shown in Table 4. The survey is conducted
on afirm basis and firms are requested to submit their total sales, distributed by type of merchandise and by
selected area. Theinformation in Table 4 is therefore imputations based on the assumption that the merchandise
distribution of afirm's sales is the same for each selected areain which it trades.

Retail trade sales at current pricesinclude VAT.

The value of sales a constant 1990 pricesis obtained by deflating the sales value at current prices by means of
sub-indices of the consumer price index on the base 1990=100.

Thefifth edition of the Standard Industrial Classification has been implemented retrospectively. Thisresultedin
the businesses grocers and other deaers in foodstuffs, genera department stores and general dealers currently
being classified as genera deadlers.
